Resultatet visar att
deltagarnas upplevelser leder till ett gemensamt tema: ” Horselskadade elevers behov dr inte
tillgodosedda i studiesammanhang”.
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Abstract

Assistive listening devices are becoming increasingly common in public places. People with
hearing loss who use hearing aids are also able to use the additional assistive listening devices
to facilitate situations where it is difficult to perceive sound.

The aim of this study is to examine users' experiences on the technical assistive listening
devices for example FM-system, streamer and neck loop. This study involved five people by
answering questions regarding their perceptions and experiences of assistive listening devices
that are used or have been used in the premises during their study period. The results showed
that the participants 'experiences leads to a common theme: "Hearing impaired students’
needs are not supplied in the context of studying."”
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
