Abstracts

The aim of this study was to examine how hearingaimed people experience
their hearing deficit. To illustrate this, qualitet interviews were done at Aleris
Hearing at Sabbatsberg Hospital. Eight personsaanae to visit Aleris, either on
their first visit, trying-out visit, or evaluatiovisit (during their first rehabilitation
period), were interviewed. The results of the wiws are presented in two
themes with different categories.
