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Sammanfattning

Vid ett inslag pa radion varen 2007 sades dettattdiskadade inte soker vidare
till hdgskola och universitet i samma utstracknsogn normalhérande. Vi ville
fordjupa oss i detta.

Syftet med studien var att beskriva de hérselskadadlenternas utsagor
angaende att studera vidare. Foljande fragestgllmwandes for studiens
genomforande: Varfor soker sa fa horselskadadeetidvhdgskola eller
universitet? Horselskadade elever har mojlighefaat integrerat med
normalhorande elever pa grundskola och gymnasiaska har aven mojlighet
till specialpedagogisk undervisning, anpassad dftesis handikapp, pa dessa
nivaer.

Vi har anvéant oss av en kvalitativ ansats och byggestudie pa intervjuer med
gymnasieelever som gar sista terminen vid Riksgwen&r horselskadade i
Orebro. Det var 12 elever i aldrarna 19 till 20 ar.

Resultaten visade att de elever som inte hadevaddaite var skoltrotta, daremot
hade alla tankar pa framtida vidarestudier. Studisade dven bristande kunskap,
angaende mojlighet till hjalpmedel vid studier @@skola eller universitet. Vi
kunde inte se ndgot monster som pavisade en kaptillifdraldrarnas eventuella
akademiska bakgrund.

Viktiga atgarder, som kan underlatta for studier Wbdgskola och universitet, ar
mojlighet att traffa larare i forvag for att infoera om behoven av stéd. Dessutom
att efter forelasningar fa majlighet att reflektérager undervisningen. En aldre
student kan vara fadder. En forberedande kurglieteknik skulle underlatta
samt naturligtvis tillgang till basta mojliga tekrgallande horhjalpmedel.

Hearing impaired upper secondary student’s thouajsit
further education.

Abstract

During a feature on the radio, in the spring of 2afiey mentioned that the
hearings impaired do not apply for post secondadyumiversity education at the
same rate as normal hearing. We wanted to lookedeefo this.

The purpose of the study was to describe the hgparipaired student’s
statements regarding post secondary educationfolloe/ing question at the time
of issue was used to carry out the study: Why dg afew hearing impaired
students apply for post secondary or universitycatdan? Hearing impaired
students are able to study integrated with norreating students for the duration
of the nine-year compulsory school and upper seaxyrgthool levels. They also
have a possibility to get special pedagogic edanatdjusted after their
handicap, on these levels.



We have used a qualitative method of analysis aweé built our study on
interviews with upper secondary student doing tleeit semester at the
Riksgymnasiet for horselskadade in Orebro. Theme 2 students from the age
of 19 to 20 years.

The result showed that the students that hadntteapfor further education were
tired of school, but they all had thoughts abotifel post secondary studies. The
study also showed a lack of knowledge, regardiegothssibility of aid at post
secondary or university studies. We couldn’t seepaitern showing a
connection to the parent’s academic backgrourahyft

Important measures that can facilitate post seagratad university studies are a
possibility to meet teachers in advance to infdnem about the special needs.
Furthermore, time for reflection over the educatifter the lecture. An older
student can be a sponsor. A preparatory coursesitethnique of studying would
facilitate, and also, of course, access to topefine technical hearing aids.
